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The legal legislations of Emperors and Kings and Their
impact on the Flourishing of Roman and Canon Law

(507-1140 AD)

Abstract:

This study aims to shed light on the evolution of legal legislation in Europe
and the phases of the period (507-1140 AD), after the fall of the Roman
Empire in the West in 476 AD by the Germanic tribes and the
establishment of their monarchs on their ruins, a number of Germanic
monarchs have enacted and promulgated laws since the beginning of the
sixth century AD, with the aim of achieving security and stability and
regulating the relationship between Germans and indigenous peoples.
"Romans" within these kingdoms, but these legislations were simple and
primitive, relying mainly on the customary laws of these tribes, and
allowed the Romans to apply Roman law in their own affairs. By the end of
the seventh to the beginning of the eleventh centuries, legal legislation in
Western Europe was extinguished by turbulent political, economic and
social conditions.

This is in contrast to the Byzantine East, where legal legislation flourished,
especially during the era of Emperor Justinian | (527-565 AD), which was
the most recent major legislative renaissance in history, compiled,
compiled and revised Roman law during several stages until it was
compiled into one group, the "Corpus Juris Civilis" Civil Code, and after
his death issued some of the tycoons of the Icelandic families. (717-
802AD) and Macedonian (867-1056AD) important set of laws such as
Ecloga and Basilika to fit the zeitgeist and changes during this period in
which they relied mainly on the laws of Justinian and were interested in the
study of Roman law at the University of Constantinople which has been
revived in the West again since the end of the 11th century to resolve the
dispute between the papacy and the Empire, The Western Church then
promulgated its own canon law to increase its de facto authority and limit
interference by emperors and princes in its competences.
