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Abstract:

Foreign communities constituted a significant percentage of the
population in Egypt during the Late Period; they came to Egypt
for various reasons, and these communities, despite their
diversity, enjoyed a state of stability, along with their skills in
trade, navigation, and warfare. This enabled them to extend their
control over the areas where they settled in Egypt, forming
human clusters among themselves that succeeded in taking charge
of the economic affairs in Egypt during that period at times,
alongside their contribution to military service as mercenary
soldiers at other times. Naucratis was one of those centers that
foreigners targeted in Egypt, eventually becoming a major
commercial hub, in addition to being a stronghold for mercenary
soldiers from the Greeks. This gave it significant importance
during the rule of the Twenty-Sixth Dynasty, where it played a
military role in Egypt's conflict with the Persians, culminating in
the betrayal of one of the Greek leaders in Naucratis to his king
and his surrender to the Persian king ""Cambyses." The Greeks
also had economic, political, religious, and social roles there, We
can say that Naucratis became the economic capital of Egypt
during that period, and there is no doubt that Egypt's occupation
by the Persians helped to strengthen the Egyptian-Greek
connections, considering that the Persians were their common
enemy.
